Background:

(a) TAM is the fore-runner of all Engineering Professional Associations in the country including Singapore. Most members of TAM in the fifties and sixties were from the Technical College Kuala Lumpur founded in 1925 (Teacher Departmental School in Brickfields)

Merits:

The Association merits recognition at universal level. The words Institute, Society, and Association have a similar meaning that is a organized body to promote Technology in Engineering. In our case the best course is the follow the basic principle of preserving the well established, traditional, and confirmed identity of Technological Association of Malaysia, when abbreviated TAM does not clash or cause confusion with abbreviated letters of other engineering bodies, and usage on car badges, ties, and letterheads.



Therefore TAM’s image ought to be raised.

It is deeply regrettable, but the fact remains that professionals or 
Technical Assistant Superscale or Engineering Assistants of Professional and Mnagerial Group A (Division I) postings have been demoted to Group B(Division II) classification. There appears to be administrative injustice, including the erosion o Dempsey’s Report 1952 Breach failure o Scheme o Service in the letters of appointment those recruited T.A.’s from 1957-1975, loss of prestige and creditability . The Engineering professional bodies in Malaysia, have not opened their door to admit these, professional, semi-professional, and Technician grades for membership like their counter –parts in United Kingdom. It is true that the bulk of productivity is in the hands of Technician, Semi-Professional and Professionals now suppressed. It is surprising for the government’s admittance of Technological services and believes that Technicians are the back-bone for the country’s development in the Modern Technological era. This recognition was given by none other than our Honorable Prime Minister Dato’ Sri. Dr. Mahathir Mohammad in his address at the UMNO  General Assembly in October last year (1988).

It is more than two decades, that the United Kingdom’s Engineering Council’s Board of Engineers’ registration (BER) working closely with 46 Engineering Institutions, is the authority for the registration of all Engineers into three sections namely Chartered Engineer (C.Eng.) Incorporated Engineer (I.Eng.); and Engineering Technician (Eng.Tech), Registration is done through and Engineering Institute nominated by Engineeing Council, or direct with Engineering Council. Some nominated bodies register Incorporated Engineers to related Civil Engineering of the Engineering Council are as follows:

There is no doubt that the Institution of Engineers and Technicians (IET) have accepting Technicians as members for about twenty years Fro 10th .May, 1988 a new category of membership is admitted into Register as a Incorporated Engineer (I. Eng.). This is positioned between the Chartered Engineer (C.Eng.) and Engineering Technician (Eng.Tech.). It is worthy to note that the Institution of Mechanical Engineers in 1978 sponsored and supported the Institution of Technician Engineers in Mechanical Engineering (ITEME). Now that Incorporated Engineer designation and Title (I.Eng.) is a reality the Title IMechIE has been launched. There are several mergers of Professional Technician institutions in hand.

(d) Another issue of great importance is that Academic standard for registration of Chartered and Incorporated Engineers are to be raised by gradual introduction by 1992.
(e) The Singapore Institute of Engineering Technologists that was founded in 1980 has launched the three sections of Engineers too.
